RE: Squaw Valley Olympic Museum: Site review of Tower of Nations site

Introduction

The Gary Davis Group was commissioned by the Squaw Valley Olympic Museum
Foundation to analyze and define the key features of the Tower of Nations site. This task
is an extension of the original contract to review a number of selected sites both in
Olympic Valley and outside the valley. This is a part of the public process to survey the
selected eligible sites for the proposed Olympic and ski history museum. The purpose of
this report is to summarize our preliminary evaluation of the Tower of Nations location as
a possible site for the Squaw Valley Olympic Museum. This site has been reviewed in
more depth than the others due to the myriad complications of this site. This is only a
feasibility analysis to determine whether further expenditures and efforts are justified to
more comprehensively evaluate the site as a future museum location. The essential facts
are identified as follows.

Site Analysis

Owner - Placer County is the current owner of the land. It was part of the US Forest
Service parcel that the county acquired for park and recreation purposes. It was Quit
Claimed from the US Forest Service to Placer County in February 2000.

There is a piece of adjacent property, a part of the 7-11 site that is owned by the
Poulsen Family Trust that is between the Tower of Nations sign and Highway 89. This
small triangular piece is approximately 7000 SF. There has been discussion that this
piece could be exchanged with some other piece of the county parcel that would be
equal in value. Russell Poulsen has said to us, during the course of investigation of this
property that this would have to be an even exchange. No one representing the Trust
has offered to sell or donate this piece. This triangle, owned by the Trust, has little
benefit for the project other than it would bring the county property closer to Highway 89,
up to the right of way. Front and side setbacks would continue to encumber portions of
this triangle and these would preclude any buildings in these areas. This triangle is also
encumbered by overlying SPPCo easements that preclude above ground structures. A
portion of this piece lays under the 40 foot SPPCo overhead power line easement.

Building Program — Master Plan _

The Master Plan, recently completed in the summer of 2009, indicates a building of
approximately 20,000 SF. It was assumed, during the site analysis, that this most likely
would be a two story building. Thus the foot print might be in the range of 10,000 SF.
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
